Overview of Focus Areas

Focus Areas help you consider a broad range of education and career choices. Learning about the various Focus Areas will provide you with the skill to plan a successful future through identifying, exploring and developing your personal strengths and learning about how those strengths can be employed in the workplace or built upon with further education and experience. 

Research has shown that students who focus their studies in areas that interest them are more engaged in school and more likely to graduate than unfocused students. Thinking about a Focus Area while you are selecting courses for grades 11 and 12 can help you choose courses that will support your post-secondary and future career goals.  

Focus Areas are based on courses and programs available at secondary and post-secondary institutions in BC. They are:

1) Business and Applied Business

2) Fine Arts, Design, and Media

3) Fitness and Recreation

4) Health and Human Services

5) Liberal Arts and Humanities

6) Science and Applied Science

7) Tourism, Hospitality, and Foods
8) Trades and Technology

Focus Area Group Assignment
Instructions

The class will be divided up into be eight groups, one group for each of the Focus Areas. Each group will be assigned a focus area and will be responsible to research the information on their focus area and create a poster that addresses the following criteria: 

1) A general description of the focus area

2) A list of interests and skills that relate to this focus area

3) A list of secondary elective courses one might take within this focus area that are available at École Panorama Ridge Secondary School

4) A description of post-secondary options available within this focus area 
5) A list of degrees one can obtain in this focus area

6) A list of occupations within this focus area (that match the degrees one can obtain)
7) Visually appealing – illustrations, pictures, colour, etc.
 Each group will give a 5-10 min presentation of their focus area while the rest of the class will fill out their Focus Area Chart. Once each group has presented we will do a gallery walk where each student will have an opportunity to go around and fill out any areas they missed on their Focus Area chart.  You will be required to submit this chart once it is completed. 
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
