[bookmark: _GoBack]This lesson will help students to browse and compare the range of different job opportunities available within each field. Students will reflect on the idea that one person may be suited for many jobs.

LEARNING GOALS:
1. Students will identify how interests, experience, and education influence a job search 
2. Students will investigate and compare the range of jobs available within one Career Cluster

MATERIALS:
· Computer, tablet or mobile device
· Whiteboard, Smartboard, or chart paper
· Handout [A]: Find Me a Job!
· Handout [B]: Find Your Own Job!  

GETTING STARTED:
1. Have students visit app.myBlueprint.ca, and enter their email and password to log in.  
a. Forgotten password?  Students can reset their passwords by clicking on the ‘Forgot password?’.
b. Forgotten email? As a teacher/counsellor, you can reset your students’ emails and passwords in your Student Manager or My Classes. 

INSTRUCTIONS:
1. Introduce the activity to students by describing the role of an Employment Recruiter. Explain that many people may find themselves looking for a job one day and they may enlist the help of an Employment Recruiter to find a good fit. 
2. Discuss and record some of the things people consider when seeking employment: their interests, education, desired salary, experience, skills, etc. 
3. As a group, demonstrate to students how to use the Occupations tool to search jobs. Ensure you also show them how to use the Smart Filters to narrow their search.
4. Provide students with Handout [A]: Find Me a Job! and have students complete the questions using myBlueprint.
5. Come back together as a group to reflect on students’ job recommendations. Record the jobs for Person 1, 2, and 3 on the board. Discuss how each person may be suited for more than one job, and how one person may do many different jobs during their lifetime. 
6. Provide students with Handout [B]: Find Your Own Job! and have students complete the questions using myBlueprint.
7. Write the statements One person is only suited for one job and One person may be suited for many jobs on opposite sides of the board. As students come back together as a group, ask them to place a magnet/checkmark under the statement that reflects their thinking.
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8. As a group, reflect and discuss students’ experience and ask them to share their reasoning
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Handout [A]: Find me a Job!

Pretend that you are an employment recruiter. Your job is to help each of these three people find a job that is right for them. Use the Occupations tool on myBlueprint to find a job that is suited to each person’s interests and experience. 

1. Select Work from the navigation menu on the left hand side of your Home Page, then click on Occupations.
2. Use the Keyword Search to start exploring jobs that are suited to each person’s interests and experience. You may also use the Career Cluster, Education requirements, and Salary filters to help you with your search. 
3. When you have are done typing your keyword and selecting your filter, click Search. 
4. Click on the occupation title (name) to open the Occupation Profile page and learn more about the job.
